Woman to face sex trafficking trial 
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A woman from Co Carlow is among three people who will go on trial accused of human trafficking for the sex trade. 
  
Thomas John Carroll, 48, his daughter Toma Carroll, 26, and Shamiela Clark, 32, all appeared at Swansea Crown Court. Thomas Carroll and Clark are both from the Castlemartin area, near Haverfordwest, Pembrokeshire, West Wales. Toma Carroll is from Crossneen, Co Carlow. They have all previously denied four joint charges of human trafficking into the UK, human trafficking out of the UK, controlling prostitution and money laundering. 
 
 All three were arrested in Wales as part of a co-ordinated international operation across Northern Ireland, the Republic and Wales in December last year. Eight people were arrested as part of the operation in total. All three defendants were remanded in custody to a further hearing at the same court on November 13 
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
