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Ruhama launches new campaign 

A new advertising campaign targeting men who solicit sex from victims of human trafficking was launched yesterday. 

The campaign by Ruhama, an organisation which works with women involved in prostitution, follows on from legislation enacted earlier this year, criminalising the users of women who are victims of sex trafficking. 

Kathleen Fahy, director of Ruhama said: "This campaign focuses on the users of trafficked women, those who buy sexual services and without whom the trade in human flesh would not be so lucrative". 

It was time to bring the buyers to prominence in the evil crime of sex trafficking, she added.
