The Film ‘Trafficked’ is a must see for those who wish to get an insight into a dark and abusive world
A new Irish film ‘Trafficked’ will be shown in several of our cinemas, starting today.  
This is an excellent film, as it recreates with remarkable skill, the reality for many women who have been trafficked in this country for the purpose of sexual exploitation. The producer and actors have created a world, which we in Ruhama are confronted with on a daily basis, as we assist trafficked women, who are beaten, abused and isolated in a most disturbing way. The film is set here in Dublin, as indeed are many of the women we assist. 
Gerardine Rowley, of Ruhama said today, “The film ‘Trafficked’ raises so many of the issues which are of concern to Ruhama; the physical and sexual abuse, the dreadful isolation and sense of helplessness, the subtlety of the initial stages of entrapment and the brutality of the traffickers when there is any semblance of resistance by the women” 
Gerardine Rowley went on to say, “The film of course also highlights the obvious fact that women would not be trafficked in the Irish sex trade, if there were not men readily available to use the services provided. One of our District Court Judges, Mr John Neilan, commenting after a court case into brothel keeping in Longford recently, said that ‘the quicker legislation is brought in to enable the publishing of the names and addresses of the people who avail of such services, then the better’. This proposed legislation should be explored further. If the threat of naming and shaming were the norm, fewer men would use the services and fewer women would be trafficked and abused” 
The Premier of the film, held earlier this week was in aid of Ruhama. 
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
